Taking place on selected Sundays throughout the year, the sessions will be divided by ability and led by RCM
bassoon professors including Sarah Burnett, Martin Gatt, Joost Bosdijk, Emily Hultmark and Roberto Giaccaglia
who all hold positions in leading orchestras and chamber ensembles, and they will be supported by RCM
postgraduate students.

The inaugural 2023 /24 programme will take place on 19 November 2023, 21 January, 4 February, 3
March and 28 April 2024.
